• Share-worthy content – funny, controversial or extremely useful content such as 

‘how to’s / tutorials’ or an industry glossary results in shares and links. 
• Useful tools and resources – controversy can help. e.g. life expectancy calculator 

for a health website. 
• Review something new – Get more attention by getting in first 
• Research – conducting research and creating new and interesting data

Backing up with press releases / blogger engagement. 
• Testimonials – think of the products and services you use as a business and 

provide testimonials to those you are happy with.

• Infographic Submissions – Close to 30 infographic directories which include a link
